Bonne Anniversaire, Québec,
says The Beaver...

Canada'’s national history
magazine The Beaver has
just published a spec-
tacular issue in both official
languages to commemo-
rate Quebec's 400-year
anniversary. (The event
being celebrated is actually
Champlain's landing and
the establishment of “New
France.”) The entire issue
is devoted to exploring
Quebec's history, which
makes for fantastic reading.

From a publishing standpoint this issue was more complicated
than putting out a normal issue of The Beaver, but Publisher
Deborah Morrison says the process was fun, rewarding and
offered insights into how to best construct editorial workflow
for bilingual editions. The magazine's editors figured out how
to commission, translate and edit content to fit two nearly
identical issues. “It really helped that our Art Director is a
francophone from Quebec,” says Morrison.

Each issue contains different advertising, but every article
appears in both languages. The point was to celebrate
the history of Quebec and tell, “Comment quatre siécles
de triomphes et de tragédies ont faconné le ‘berceau’ de
’Amérique du Nord francophone.” (“How four centuries
of triumph and tragedy shaped the cradle of French North
America,” as reported by the cover story subtitle.) Morrison
says one of the most interesting outcomes of preparing
this issue was the discovery of subtle differences in the
approach to history, and that creating this issue led to rich
experiences of collaboration with scholars interpreting
Quebec's past and present.

This special issue may lead to more projects of The Beaver
published in French, including a potential “best of” annual
compilation of articles from The Beaver.
